BIC2G Standalone QuickStart 

v10.1.3.2a 

This document is a walkthrough for the individual who intends to install the BIC2G software on 
a Microsoft Windows-based laptop or desktop and assumes that you have administrator access. 

Prerequisites: 

BIC2G.COM 

Please visit http://www.bic2g.com and familiarize yourself with what the site has to offer before 
beginning. There you will find step-by-step instructions for giving demonstrations, up-to-date 
technical information and additional instructions for setup and use of the BIC2G image. 

Licensing 

You must accept the licensing agreements as referenced on the Oracle packaging of the DVDs 
and in the installation routines. You must also accept the latest licensing terms for VMware 
Server.  

Hardware Requirements 

From the BIC2G website:  

“The HDD space requirements for the uncompressed BIC2G:EE VMware image is 
16 GB. 1.5 GB of RAM is required for running just the BIC2G:EE, making the total 
requirement for RAM at least 2GB. See the requirements for the VMware product you 
are loading, but it generally requires a processor at least 500 MHz.” 

Our Recommendations 

We recommend a minimum of a 1.5 GHz processor, with a preference for a multi-core processor, 
(like the Intel Core Duo or AMD X2 lines). It is possible to run BIC2G with less than 2GB of 
RAM, but it is not recommended for performance reasons. You will need about 500MB of free 
space on your local drive to install VMware Server and the Oracle client software. You will need 
about 16GB of uncompressed space on a local disk or an external USB 2.0/FireWire drive for the 
BIC2G image. It is recommended that you defragment the drive(s) before beginning the 
installation process. 
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Install VMware Server 

Register and Download  

Visit http://www.vmware.com and click the ‘Downloads’ link in the top-right corner of the 
website. Click the ‘Download’ link for VMware Server under ‘FREE Virtualization and Add-On 
Products’. Click the ‘register for your free serial number(s)’link to register for a serial number. 
When you have submitted the registration form, the website will give you a serial number to 
activate VMware Server. Print or save the serial number for use later in the installation.  

Click the ‘Download Now’ button on the screen with the serial number. Here you will be 
presented with the EULA for VMware. You must click ‘Yes’ at the bottom of the form to 
continue. Click the ‘Binary (.exe)’ link next to ‘VMware Server for Windows Operating 
Systems’ to download the VMware installer file to your computer. 

Installation Process 

Open (run) the installer file you have just downloaded to begin installation. 

1. Click ‘Next’ 

 

2. Check ‘I accept the terms in the license 
agreement’ 

Click ‘Next’ 
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3. Select ‘Custom’ 

Click ‘Next’ 

 

4. Click the ‘VMware Management Interface’ and 
select ‘This feature will not be installed’ 

Click ‘Next’ 

 

5. Leave ‘Yes disable autorun’ checked 

Click ‘Next’ 

 

6. Click ‘Install’

7. Enter your registration information and the Serial 
Number you saved or printed earlier from the 
VMware download website 

 

8. Click ‘Finish’ 

VMware is now installed. 

 

Extract the BIC2G image from the Oracle DVDs 

This next step will extract the BIC2G “image” files that VMware will use to provide the Linux 
server environment with the preconfigured Oracle software. You will need about 15GB of disk 
space free wherever you place the image. Consider using a fast USB 2.0 or FireWire external 
drive. 

1. Insert the DVD labeled Disc 1 

Run the file 
‘BIC2G_EE_v10.1.3.2a_Part_1_of_2.exe’ 

Click ‘Accept’ 
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2. Click the ‘Browse…’ button and select the drive 
and path where you wish to install the image 

The folder ‘C:\Virtual Machines\’ is the default 
Virtual Machine image folder for VMware 
Server. We will be using ‘C:\Virtual 
Machines\bic2g\’ 

Click ‘Install’ 

 

3. The installer will begin extracting the image. This 
may take several minutes, and will extract many 
large files. 

 

4. Once the installer is finished, insert the DVD 
labeled Disc 2.1 

Run the file 
‘BIC2G_EE_v10.1.3.2a_Part_2_of_2.part01.exe’ 

Click ‘Accept’ 

 

5. Click the ‘Browse…’ button and select the same 
drive and path you selected in Step 2 above 

Click ‘Install’ 

Again, the installer may take several minutes, and 
will extract more large files 
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6. You will eventually be promted for 
'BIC2G_EE_v10.1.3.2a_Part_2_of_2.part03.rar’.  

Eject the Disc 2.1 and insert the DVD labeled 
Disc 2.2 and Click 'Ok'. 

 

 

7. Click the ‘Browse…’ button and select the same 
drive and path you selected in Step 2 above 

Click ‘Install’ 

Again, the installer may take several minutes, and 
will extract more large files 

 

8. Once this is completed, the BIC2G image is ready 
to open with VMware and configured for its first 
boot. 

 

Configure VMware Server and BIC2G 

Now that VMware Server is installed and you have extracted the BIC2G image from the DVDs, 
you now have to configure the VMware environment to work with the BIC2G image. 
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1. Open the ‘VMware Server Console’ from the 
Start menu 

Select ‘Local host’ 

Click ‘OK’ 

 

 

2. Click the ‘Open Existing Virtual Machine’ button 

 

3. Click ‘Browse’ 

Navigate to the folder where you extracted the 
BIC2G image from DVD 

 

4. Select ‘bic2g_101320_rhel_as4.vmx’ 

Click ‘Open’ 
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5. Click the ‘Edit virtual machine settings’ link 

 

6. The memory settings that are shown are from the 
default install on a desktop computer with 3GB 
of RAM, your settings may be slightly different. 
If you have 2GB or less RAM, we recommend 
changing the memory to 1024MB. 

Click the ‘Ethernet’ in the Device list. 

 

7. To complete this step, you need to determine how 
you will be using the BIC2G image.  

Select ‘Host only: A private network shared with 
the host’ if you are intending to run without an 
external network or without a DHCP server. For 
example, a demonstration at a client’s or 
prospect’s site and having limited or no network 
access. 

Select ‘Bridged: Connected directly to the 
physical network’ if you are intending to run on a 
local network AND wish to allow other 
computers to access the BIC2G server. For 
example, you intend to run BIC2G on one PC and 
will use another PC to run client software. 

Click ‘OK’ 
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Run BIC2G 

You are now ready to boot the BIC2G image. This step can take a long time. It is starting Linux 
and the Oracle services. If you are familiar with Linux, the boot screens should be familiar to 
you. There may be informational messages that appear to be errors. These can generally be 
safely ignored as long as you get to the final screen with the BIC2G server’s address. You can 
ignore the “Your version of VMware Tools is out of date.” message.

1.  Click ‘Start this virtual machine’ 

 

2.  You should eventually come to a screen that looks 
like this. 

Type the address listed in red in your internet 
browser (Internet Explorer and Firefox are both 
supported) 

 

3.  In your browser, click the red ‘here’ link and 
answer ‘Yes’ (or ‘run’) and execute the program. 
This adds a line to your HOSTS file to associate 
‘oracle2go.us.oracle.com’ with the BIC2G server 
on VMware you have installed and will not affect 
your normal network settings. 
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4.  Press a key to clear this screen 

 

5.  Enter http://oracle2go.us.oracle.com into your 
browser or click the link at the bottom of the 
‘BIC2G Setup’ screen 

Click the ‘SERVER CONTROL:  BIC2g Process 
Control’ link in the center of the screen under 
‘BIC2g DEMONSTRATION CONSOLE’  

 

6.  This screen may take a few moments to populate. 
The server is ready for use when the “Flags” along 
the left side of the screen have all turned green.  

If you know which Repository and Web Catalog 
you are going to use, select them in the drop-down 
menus and click the 'Set' button now. Once the 
flags are all green, you are ready to begin using 
the BIC2G image. Click the 'Back' button on your 
browser to return to the main page.   

The BIC2G image is up and running and ready for use. 

Shutting Down 

Please make sure you shutdown the BIC2G image properly. Click the BIC2G screen inside 
VMware and your mouse pointer will turn into a white block cursor. You can now type at the 
login: prompt. Enter ‘shutdown’ as the user and password and the system will shut down.If your 
mouse is “stuck” in the window, press CTRL+ALT to release it. The BIC2G has a screensaver 
and may show only a black screen. To get it to come back, click it and move the mouse. The 
‘BIC2G Process Control’ screen has a handy ‘Shutdown VMware’ link you can use that will also 
shutdown the BIC2G image properly.
